Subject: Data Transfer Service (DTS) — replacement service for X.400
EDI/Workflow Messaging within the NHS

Effective Date: July 2003 (retrospective DSCN)

Reason of Change: The current EDI / Workflow messaging standard which the NHS

utilises (i.e. X.400) is not a defined technology with the Electronic
Government Interoperability Framework (GIF). In addition, the
contract to provide the X.400 service ends on 7th November 2003.

Background:

The X.400 NHS Managed Message Handling Service (MMHS) was the standard for application
to application electronic messaging within the NHS. Some of the key NHS applications that used
this standard include: GP Payments, Patient Registration, Pathology Messaging, Cancer call and
recall, NHS-Wide Clearing Service, Central Registration.

The X.400 MMHS will formally close on the 7tn November 2003 and the introduction of the DTS
has been negatiated by the NHS Information Authority to provide an alternative meansto carry
these messages. The DTS s provided by BT Syntegraand is available for NHS organisations to
use from 26t June 2003.

All NHS EDI / Workflow applications that currently use the X.400 standard for
messaging need to migrate to use the DTS before 7th November 2003.

The Welsh Assembly Government has secured funding to cover the cost of a
programme of work, and the necessary changes that are required to migrate. Thisisto
ensure that NHS Wales organi sations that make use of the existing MMHS are
successfully migrated to DTS before the due date. For example, thisincludes NHS
Trust Pathology systems, GP practices and the NHAIS systems operating within the
Business Service Centre.

Benefits of New Service:
The DTS has the following benefits:

= Provide an approved NHS messaging standard for EDI / workflow application to
enable migration from X.400 (by NHS Information Standards Board)

= Reduce the complexity of X.400 migration for end sites

= Provide appropriate and consistent service levels for data transfers

= Enable encryption over NHSnet of sensitive data with minimal impact on the end site
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= Eliminate the need for end site messaging servers
= GIF compliant secure data transfer infrastructure

Impact in Wales:

The implementation of the DTS started in August 2003, with migration being completed during
November 2003. All message exchanges involving BSCs, and result reporting from Trusts to
GPs, which used the X400 service, have now been transferred to the DTS service

BT Syntegra, viathe NHS Information Authority, manages the replacement service. Health
Solution Wales will act as the owner of the service for Wales, the revenue implications of which
is currently centrally funded by the Welsh Assembly Government.
