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DATA STANDARDS CHANGE NOTICE

Introduction

DSCN 2021 / 21 mandated an updated consolidated list of Final Outcomes available for
selection within the new NHS 111 Wales System and confers an outcome descriptor for all
patients following 111 / GP out-of-hours (OOH) contact.

A requirement for the addition of two further secondary outcomes following an
encounter/assessment being terminated for a non-clinical reason were identified. Calls
made to NHS 111 Wales may be concluded before a full assessment and managed by the
call handler. These types of encounter may be categorised as a Quick Call, where service
information is provided e.g. contact details and opening times or a Health Information call,
whereby information is provided to the caller on common health concerns. The addition of
these secondary outcomes will provide more detail about the services provided by NHS
111 Wales and the reasons why an encounter/assessment was aborted before a full
assessment occurred.

Scope

To mandate a defined national list of final outcomes for use in the new 111 procured
system across Welsh Ambulance Service Trust (NHS Direct Wales / 111) and all OOH
services in NHS Wales. This list is defined in the Information Specification section below.

Description of Change

To include two additional secondary outcomes *Quick Call’ and ‘Health Information’ for
the primary outcome ‘Encounter/assessment aborted’.

Data Dictionary Version

Where applicable, this DSCN reflects changes introduced by DSCN and/or DDCN since
the release of version 4.14 of the NHS Wales Data Dictionary.

The changes introduced by such DSCNs will be published in version 4.15 of the NHS
Wales Data Dictionary.
